The FisherPoets Gathering is a well-attended annual literary festival focused on the story, song, art, and poetry of
the commercial fishing community. It includes evening readings, daytime workshops, and other ancillary events
on the last weekend in February.

| serve on the organizing committee (n = 8 local volunteers) for the FisherPoets Gathering. My initial role was
determining technological solutions for running a pop-up bookstore during the event, developing training
materials for volunteers, troubleshooting during the event. My role in 2017-2018 expanded to include volunteer
coordination for 90 volunteers stationed at up to 8 venues. In 2018-2020, | continue to serve as a technology
advisor for the organizing committee, provide volunteer coordination, and consult with current chair of the
organizing committee on strategic decisions regarding the future of the FisherPoets Gathering.

In 2021, | led the pivot to holding the FisherPoets Gathering in a virtual format. | developed a technology plan to
livestream the event, held Zoom training sessions for all MC’s and performers, coordinated and supported
technology testing and troubleshooting, and supervised the technical stage management during the event to
ensure a smooth broadcast via YouTube.

Key Impacts:
1) Promote and celebrate the integration of the spoken word into commerecial fishing culture. Over 100 working
fishermen share their poetry, stories, and song.
2) The FPG enhances the authenticity of visitors' experience of Astoria, allowing them to connect with the
community and history that makes this place unique.
3) Significant economic benefits from bringing an additional 2000+ people into Astoria during the off-peak
season.

| convened, coordinate and chair the Clatsop Commercial Fisheries Tour Steering Committee. The steering
committee is comprised of 5-12 representatives of local seafood processing companies, commercial fishermen,
marine suppliers, marine construction companies, and banking professionals. | facilitate the steering committee
to determine priority topics, tour stop hosts, tour schedule, and conduct post-event reviews based on formative
evaluations we receive from participants.

Key Impacts:

1) Held annual tours for three years, educating over 250 elected officials, business and community leaders, and
agency staff about the economic impact and sustainability practices used by Clatsop County Seafood
industry businesses.

2) Cultivated opportunities for relationship building between seafood industries and other commercial entities.
One clear impact was Oregon Coast Community Bank issuing a business line of credit to WCT Marine, a tour
stop host business, following an introduction made during the 2017 tour.

Oregon Whale Entanglement Working Group

October 2016-July 2019

Starting in 2014, reports of whale entanglement in fishing gear in West Coast waters dramatically increased,
drawing the attention of fisheries managers and conservation organizations alike. In 2016, the Oregon
Dungeness crab fleet began to express concerns that whale entanglements might threaten the industry ($72.7
million ex-vessel value in 2019-2020) and, therefore, coastal economies.

| sought funding, convened, coordinated and co-facilitated the Oregon Whale Entanglement Working Group
(OWEWG) from October 2016 - July 2019. We held 11 in-person meetings (42 total hours), three group
conference calls (6 total hours), and | fielded countless phone calls from OWEWG members and others.

OWEWG Key Actions:

The group has made significant progress toward finding short and long-term solutions to reduce the risk of whale

entanglement off Oregon. Together we:

1) Gathered information from whale experts, fisheries economists, and managers to inform discussions of
potential management actions;

2) Developed a voluntary Best Practices Directive in 2017;

3) Updated the Directive in 2018 to reflect feedback gained through a survey distributed to the fleet;

4) Distributed outreach materials to the fleet on how to report entangled whales to NOAA;

5) Communicated with the fleet about working group efforts;

6) Atthe end of 2017, group members put forward a range of potential management options;

7) Collaboratively developed and distributed a survey to all Dungeness crab permit holders; and

8) The group refined recommendations in late 2018, and finalized recommendations in mid-2019.

Key Impacts:

My efforts, and those of working group members, have had several critical impacts:

1) We cultivated collaborative relationships and catalyzed a proactive response across the full range of
stakeholders that have an interest in this issue: commercial fishermen, recreational fishermen, fishing gear
experts, fisheries managers, cetacean scientists, and environmental advocates.

2) Wessignificantly raised awareness of this issue within the Oregon Dungeness Crab fleet, as evidenced by the
111 responses to our survey, approximately 26.2% of permit holders. Additionally, four ODFW port meetings
in October 2019, focused on whale entanglement risk reduction, were attended by over 150 fishermen and
other members of the public.

3) Leigh Torres launched a collaborative research project to address a key knowledge gap identified during
OWEWG meetings - lack of knowledge of detailed whale distribution and overlap with fishing effort off
Oregon. This work was funded by the Oregon Dungeness Crab Commission in 2018 and NOAA Fisheries
through a Section 6 grant to ODFW in 2019.



4) The Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife, the agency responsible for managing the Dungeness crab
fishery, has committed to seek a Section 10 incidental take permit to provide regulatory certainty, and plans
to implement management measures developed during OWEWG discussions.

| have engaged in a variety of industry and community collaborative outreach and applied research efforts,
primarily focused on reducing the risk of wildlife and fisheries interactions and community member education
about commercial fisheries in local seafood systems.

Educating Seafood Consumers During the COVID-19 Pandemic through the #EatOregonSeafood Initiative®
May 2020-Present

| partnered with fellow Oregon Sea Grant colleagues, the Oregon Department of Agriculture, Oregon’s seafood
commodity commissions, and others in the seafood industry to launch the #EatOregonSeafood initiative. This
educational campaign recruited chefs and food influencers to develop recipes using Oregon seafood products
during the height of the COVID-19 lockdown and accompanied market disruptions to encourage local
consumption of Oregon seafood. | led the content development of an educational website to support the
campaign, created a map of over 100 buy Oregon seafood, produced several supporting videos, and fielded
dozens of media inquiries about the initiative and COVID-19 impacts on Oregon’s seafood industry.

Key Impacts:

1) Social media posts using the #EatOregonSeafood hashtag reached over 1 million people, and the hashtag has
subsequently been adopted by fishing families, seafood advocates, chefs, and others and continues to be
used.

2) Over 35 recipes were developed and archived on the website, including recipes representing global cuisines
as well as featuring other unique locally grown ingredients.

3) The #EatOregonSeafood initiative was mentioned in dozens of local, state, regional, and national media
publications, expanding the reach of the educational effort.

4) The website received an honorable mention from the AVA Digital Awards, and the Oregon Sea Grant team
was recognized with a Director’s Coin award from the OSU Extension Service for their efforts.

Reducing Seabird Cable Strikes in Trawl Fisheries to Ensure Continued Operation of the Pacific Whiting and

Alaskan Pollock fisheries™

November 6, 2017-Present

Key Impacts:

1) Strengthened relationships and communication among seabird bycatch researchers, managers, and the
fishing industry.

2) We collaboratively developed a focused list of high priority seabird bycatch mitigation approaches.

3) We greatly enhanced regulatory certainty because | provided the first fishery and species-specific estimates
of seabird bycatch mortality resulting from interactions.

4) Supported fleet efforts to develop new mitigation ideas by documenting mitigation effectiveness in
preventing seabird interactions.

5) This project is in progress, and additional outcomes and impacts are expected.

Building Capacity for Seafood Systems Education in Garibaldi, Oregon

November 2017-Present

Key Impacts:

1) Community partners raised over $16,000 to support Shop at the Dock, develop Fishermen’s Appreciation,
and FishBiz education events.

Seabird Bycatch Reduction in West Coast Longline Fishery for Sablefish

March 2013-Present

In 2011, an endangered short-tailed albatross was killed in the sablefish longline fishery off Oregon. However, the
federally managed fishery did not have a Biological Opinion in place to allow for incidental take of an endangered



species, putting the future of the fishery in question. In response, Federal fisheries and wildlife managers initiated
a formal consultation on the continuation of longline groundfish fisheries off the U.S. West Coast. Collaborators
at Oregon State University, Washington Sea Grant, and | initiated a multi-year, ongoing collaborative, applied
research effort, outreach and engagement, and direct engagement with management agencies. | have secured
support for new research that will commence in Fall 2021 to develop and test additional mitigation options for
vessels using floated longline gear who are unable to set fishing gear at night. | worked in a supporting role until
2016, and now lead these efforts.

Key Impacts:

1) Collaborators and | distributed 145 streamer lines and outreach materials to longline fishing vessels between
2013 - 2015. Our port outreach visits resulted in the successful adoption of streamer lines use ahead of
requirements.

2) USFWS incorporated my research finding on streamer line effectiveness on different gear types (floated vs.
non-floated) and night setting into their 2015 Biological Opinion on the continued operation of the U.S.
groundfish fishery.

3) The Pacific Fishery Management Council adopted regulations in 2019 based on our research requiring
seabird bycatch mitigation in the form of streamer lines (paired or single) or night setting for all vessels over
26 length overall (LOA) in the longline groundfish fishery, north of 36° N.

4) |distributed 120 streamer lines and outreach materials to small (26’ - 55’ LOA) in early 2020 and early 2021,
assisting these vessels to comply with the new regulations.

I and my team worked closely with racially and culturally diverse fishing vessel deck crews to
implement this research. We worked to connect across language and cultural barriers to
communicate the purpose, rationale, and goals of the research and spark interest and buy in from
the deck crew, who would be responsible for implementing any potential changes in fishing
practices. In many cases, the deck crew originated the ideas for mitigation and we helped amplify
and transmit their ideas to the officers of the vessel, disrupting traditional power dynamics, and
tested operational feasibility and effectiveness in close cooperation with the deck crew.
